Conditions this winter will be life threatening. Ukrainians have been advised 

to stock up on warm clothes and blankets and have been told óthere may be 

no light for a very long timeô.

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We know that St Paul was able to find joy in every situation 

(Phil 4: 11-13) and so it is with our own dear Pastor Alexander. 

He has been moved óto a place where Arabs and Africans are 

housed who have been denied citizenship...an old build-

ing...only staff can use the escalator and I had to manage on 

crutches to reach our room on the third floor. I only managed to 

get rehab once in a monthôs timeéô He continues: óWe have not 

been idle, visiting disabled people from Kyiv who are now in 

Sweden as well as church members...weôre thinking about what 

we can do for the Ukrainians here ...There are Arab/Syrian 

families here and we think about how to share the gospel with 

them.ô

§ For this dear family. We would love to bring them to the UK (see our November newsletter) and are looking for two 

families willing to sponsor them under the Homes For Ukraine scheme. This would give Pastor Alexander, who 

suffered a terrible accident in January leaving him disabled, the best chance of walking again. 

§ For his ministry to fellow Ukrainians and Swedish failed asylum seekers. 

§ That everything that has happened to this most beloved of pastors will óhelp to spread the good newsô Phil.1 v. 12 

for this would be the dearest wish in his heart.

ôJoy for Small Ukrainiansõ 

óJoy For Small Ukrainiansô is a new project aimed at healing children who have been traumatized 

or disabled through continuous air strikes or witnessing Russian soldiers killing or abusing their 

parents or relatives.  It is an initiative started by Alexander A. Pastor Alexanderôs friend and co-

worker at the Preobrazhenie Church, Kyiv. The most vulnerable children will be identified by local  

chaplains and provided with basic aid (warm clothing and warm shoes), sweets and a book. 

We hope to support this initiative with a small donation. We are in discussions with Alexander 

about whether the funds raised to support this project could be sent via Dnipro Hope Mission. 

Please pray:  

§ That many vulnerable children will be blessed by this initiative. 

§ For Alexander A who would like to come to the UK (see last monthôs newsletter) and needs 

a sponsor under the Homes for Ukraine scheme. He will come on his own until he is settled in rented  

            accommodation and then he prays his wife and son will be able to join him. 

§ For the many disabled children in Ukraine, displaced by the conflict and that, after the war, Ukraine will commit itself 

to a better future for persons with disabilities, especially children with disabilities.
